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Walking theDog

Exercising your dog regularly helps to keep both you
and your pet fit and healthy.

Exercise

Likepeople, dogsneed regular exercise to help them stay fit and healthy.
Therearemany walking trails and parks in theCity of Marion available for you and your
pet to use.

At all times dogs should bekept under `effectivecontrol’ . Dogs, even if they areon a
leash, arenot permitted on school groundsat any timewithout prior permission from the
Principal of theschool.

Effectivecontrol

The law requires that dogs, when in public places, except for parks, must beon achain,
cord or leash that isnot more than two metres long.

In apark adog must beunder “effectivecontrol” either by being on achain, cord or leash
that isnot more than two metres long, or by thedog being in closeproximity to the
person and theperson being able to see thedog at all times and thedog returns to the
person upon command.

Conditions

Ownersof “Prescribed” dog breeds and dogs that havebeen declared “Dangerous” by the
Council or aCourt, are required to follow additional conditions. Thesedogs must be
muzzled, under theeffectivecontrol of a responsibleperson over theageof 18 and on a
leash no longer than two metres at all times when in public places.
Prescribed breeds of dogs include:

· American Pit Bull Terrier
· Dogo Argentina
· FilaBrasiliero
· JapaneseTosa
· Preso Canario



All greyhounds must bemuzzled and on a leash no longer than two metres at all times in
public, except for:

- Designated “GAP” (Greyhound Adoption Program) Dogs, or
- Greyhounds issued with the relevant card from theDog & Cat Management Board

stating that they havebeen retrained.

Beaches

Thereareno specific regulations regarding thewalking of dogson either of the two City
of Marion beaches at Hallett Coveand Marino. Dogs may beexercised on either beach,
provided they arekept under effectivecontrol at all times.

Picking up after your dog

The law requires theowner, or person responsible for controlling thedog, to immediately
removeand suitably disposeof, any faeces deposited by thedog in apublic place.

Failing to do so may incur a fine. Free biodegradable bags are available at several
reserves around theCity of Marion.
